He is currently Director of Worship and the Arts at 
Holy Cross Lutheran Church, Livonia, Michigan, Direc-
tor of Worship and the Arts for the Southeast Michi-
gan Synod of the ELCA, and Artistic   Director of the 
Detroit Handbell Ensemble. He has performed and led 
seminars for the American Guild of Organists, the 
Hymn Society, the Association of Lutheran Church 
Musicians, the Presbyterian Association of Musicians, 
the Fellowship of United Methodists in Music and 
Worship Arts, and the American Choral Directors As-
sociation.  He made his symphonic hall debut in 1999 
at the Meyerson Symphony Hall in Dallas, TX, and 
since 2003 has made four performance-teaching tours 
to South Korea and Singapore.  He has published nu-
merous organ improvisations, choral octavos and 
handbell compositions,  available through  
MorningStar Music Publishers  (St. Louis, MO), Choris-
ters Guild (Dallas, TX), and Concordia Publishing 
House (St. Louis, MO).
